“A Body, Undone: Living on After Great Pain”
by Christina Crosby &

LIVING ON AFTER GREA effort — and once you've read “A
Body, Undone” by Christina
MEMD Crosby, you'll appreciate it
more.

For most of her first fifty years
on earth, Christina Crosby was
CHRISTINA CROSBY strong, confident, and
determined. She played hard,
excelled at sports, was
passionate about her professorship at Wesleyan University, and
was planning life with her partner, Janet.

And then everything changed: nearly a month after her fiftieth
birthday, Crosby's speedy, custom-fit bicycle caught a branch in
its front wheel and stopped abruptly, bucking her off, knocking
her to the pavement. She took the full brunt of the accident on
her chin, which broke her neck. Weeks later, she woke up in
ICU, a quadriplegic.



When she was growing up in a small Pennsylvania town, Crosby
and her older brother were raised to know that neither was
better than the other. Because Jeff had been a year older, Crosby
says she often fantasized that they were twins; indeed, they
tussled and competed as though they were.

But then, as a relatively young man, Jeff was diagnosed with
multiple sclerosis and was eventually wheelchair-bound. Her old
dreams and the irony of the situation didn't escape Crosby's
notice. ]

With the help of her “lover,” assorted friends, and paid
caregivers, Crosby began to learn to live differently. She could no
longer ride a bike or motorcycle, walk, take the stairs, or use a
pen or bathroom by herself. Getting showered took two extra
people and ten steps. Her sex life adapted but her bowels did not.
And though it's been more than a decade since the accident,
Crosby admits that she still has fears: she's afraid of grief, of
making peace with her situation.

Afraid that there'll come a time when she will no longer want to
live...

On many levels, “A Body, Undone” is a surprise.

Readers will almost immediately notice that author Christina
Crosby is matter-of-factly blunt. Just as you’ll learn that modesty
is near-impossible when relying on caregiver help for the most
basic bodily functions, you'll also learn that — at least for Crosby
— that easy attitude extends to sharing her reality. That's not at
all a bad thing; it's just a surprise, especially when it comes to
bathrooms, bedrooms, and profanity.

The second, most welcome, surprise is that there's a good amount
of warmth in this book, despite its sometimes-winceful subject
matter. It's filled with friends and family, and memories of them,
which seems a nice distraction from the shocking details of
Croshy’s accident and its aftermath.

This is a powerful book that asks its readers to think about many
things. It's not an easy read, but it's not one you'll easily be able
to tear yourself away from, either. “A Body, Undone” won't just
touch your heart — it'll tug at your mind, too.

What is the most important information
I should know about ODEFSEY?

DDEFSEY can cause serious side effects, including:

* Build-up of lactic acid in your blood {lactic
acidosis). Lactic acidosis may happen in some
people who take ODEFSEY or similar medicines.
Lactic acidesis is a serious medical emergency that
can lead to death. Lactic acidosis can be hard to
identify early, because the symptoms could seem
like symptoms of other health problems. Call your
healthcare provider right away if you get any of
the following symptoms which could be signs
of lactic acidosis:
= feal very weak or tired
— have unusual inot normal) muscle pain
— have trouble breathing
— have stomach pain with nawsea or vomiting
— feel cold, especially in your arms and legs

feel dizzy or lightheaded
have a fast or irregular heartbeat
* Severe liver problems. Severe liver problems may
happen in people who take ODEFSEY. In some cases,
these liver problems can lead Lo death. Your liver may
become large and you may develop fat in your liver.

Do not run out of ODEFSEY. Refill your
prescription or talk to your healthcare provider
before your ODEFSEY is all gone.

Do not stop taking ODEFSEY without first talking
i your healthcare pravider.

If you stop taking ODEFSEY, your healthcare
provider will need to check your health often and
do blood tests regularly for several months to
check your HBV infection. Tell your healthcare
provider about any new or unusual symptoms
you may have after you stop taking QDEFSEY.

What is ODEFSEY?

ODEFSEY is a prescription medicine that is used to
treat HIV-1 in people 12 years of age and older:

+ wha have not received HIV-1 medicines in the past
and have an amount of HIV-1 in their blood (“viral
load®) that is no more than 100,000 copies/mL, or

= o replace their current HIV-1 medicines in people who
have been on the same HIV-1 medicines for at least 6
months, have a viral load that is less than 50 copies/ml,
and hawve never failed past HIV-1 treatment.

It is not known if ODEFSEY s safie and effective in children
under 12 years of age or who weigh less than 77 Ib (35 kgl
When used to treat HIV-1 infection, DDEFSEY may help:

+ Reduce the amount of HIV-1 in your blood. This is
called “viral load".

* Increase the number of CD4+ (T) cells in your Dlood
thet heldp fight off other infections.

Reducing the amount of HIV-1 and increasing the CD4+ (T)
colis in your blood may help improve your Immune system.
This may reduce your risk of death or getting infections
that can happen when your immune system is weak
(opportunistic infections).

This month my childhood friend Mike visited Key West. He ar-
rived via a cruise ship. This is the first time in the six years I've
lived here, that I've had a visitor arrive this way. | went to the
port early, because | wanted to see the huge ship docking. As

how quiet the city was. The shops were empty, and the birds
were chirping. | thought “How nice to be up before the tourists,
maybe this year's busy season is finally coming to a close?”

When we walked back out of the shop, the town was already
packed with people. | then realized that without cruise ships,
our island'’s fragile t-shirt based economy could collapse. It got
me wondering how much different the island must've been
before they started arriving. What would that have looked like?

Mike only had two hours to kill before his helicopter tour, so we
walked over to the Hyatt Hotel (601 Front St.) There we had
breakfast at Shore American Seafood Grill, which is located
right on the northern shoreline. They arguably have the best
view of any restaurant on the island. Due to the awkward
location of the restaurant, they generally have tables available
and the food is fantastic. Make sure to get a seat outside on the
deck, so you can watch the people and boats go by.

It was hard to say goodbye to my childhood friend, but | have
to admit, it sure was nice having nobody stay the night at my
house. A real friend comes on a cruise.
