One of my favorite things to do in Key West, is to get out on a scooter and
explore Key West.

Scooters are a great way to explore with a full view of everything around
you. Mo special licenses are required so anyone with a driver's license
can rent one. If you have never ridden a scooter before, make sure you
let the rental shop give you a tutorial and stay off the busy roads until you
really get the hang of it.

. #l tell you a lot about what people did long
r ago, and what they thought or liked. The
same goes with items that are modern,
although some accounts get “complicated — especially if that story
differs depending on who tells it,” says Pitman. That's what happened
in at least part of the tale of gay liberation: few records were kept,
newspapers were mostly silent, and key players have died. Even so,
she says, there are enough objects to tell a story.

She begins with a basic history of Greenwich Village in New York City,
and the Jefferson Livery Stable, which housed horses long before it
became Bonnie's Stonewall Inn, and then just the Stonewall Inn.
There's a possibility, says Pitman, that the word “Stonewall” might
have been “a coded welcome message to lesbians.”



Back then, being gay or lesbian meant almost certain persecution but
a gay man named Harry Hay and three of his friends knew that the
best way to work against discrimination was to organize. They started
the Mattachine Society in 1950, and Pitman includes a photo of one of
their early meetings. Five years later, Del Martin and Phyllis Lyon
started the Daughters of Bilitis, an organization for lesbians.

And vyet, the diserimination continued and “in 1966, resistance was in
the air.” African Americans had been fighting for civil rights for “quite
some time,” and antiwar protests were just starting to organize. Small
uprisings had been staged on behalf of LGBT people in California,
while in New York, LGBT individuals were getting pretty tired of
police harassment, Mafia shake-downs, and raids on their hangouts.

And on June 28, 1969, their simmering anger boiled over...

Do ten-year-olds have difficulty grasping happenings in their great-
grandparents’ day? It may seem so, which is why parents will be glad
that “The Stonewall Riots” is written in the way that it is.

Using photographs, matchbook covers, clothing, and other ephemera,
author Gayle E. Pitman makes LGBT history into something relatable
for its intended audience because, as you know, kids are big on keeping
mementos and special objects. Through the stories of selected items,
Pitman explains the events surrounding the night of the riot and she
draws a few threads between then and now, but she's careful not to be
too hasty in filling in historical blanks. Those unknowns serve to leave
kids hanging a bit, and they heighten the excitement and outrage of
what happened.

While this is a book for children ages ten and up, this book is also for
anyone under the age of 55. You wouldn’t remember the Riots first-
hand, so reading “The Stonewall Riots” is absolutely worthwhile,

It's no secret that | travel a lot and that | love it. | truly enjoy seeing other
places and cultures. And | can assure you that I'm not the American who seeks
out a Micky D's the minute | land on foreign shores.

Hell, I'm positively athletic for a Wisconsin State
Fairl And then | slowly waddle down the scale into Hollywood “character actor”
fat. But dear, fictional Christ am | large in Tokyo. My small, but amenity-filled
hotel in the Shinjuku district of Tokyo was my first tip off to what my long
weekend here would be like. The hotel's soft, cotton robe barely covered both
my nipples (if | exhaled and beveled) while just barely clearing my right
testicle... which is my most pendulous of the set. They provided two different
kinds of slippers: a soft, terry pair and a rather gorgeous, chocolate brown
leather pair. Both of which made me look like Buffalo Bill trying to slip into the
heels of one of his victims. To say | looked like Gayzilla, bursting out of my robe
and baby doll slippers is an understatement.

There were glaring cultural differences too. I'm more accustomed to the laisse
faire customer service of France or Spain, rather than the kabuki theater level of
gestures and posturing that is common even in a Starbucks transaction in
Japan. All money, bills, business cards, etc. are exchanged with both hands
holding them and a bow. Almost like we're all deities making offerings to each



other. At first, | was impressed with this formality, but quickly grew to find it
exhausting. | bought a Coke Zero and bag of Cheetos; it shouldn't require
treating the payment like it's a dowry for your twink Gaysian son. Oh, by the
way, the Cheetos were... special. | have no idea what cheese they were aiming
for, the wedge on the bag vaguely implied a Gouda. But | can tell you that this
bag more closely resembled the flavor profile of cheesy Captain Crunch. It took
me the whole bag to figure that out. The whole bag.

| did have some of the best sushi of my life there. Which should come as no
surprise. So good that | think | have to give up American sushi for a few months
so | don't judge it too harshly in the wake of Japan's mouth-watering
marvelousness. And my best sushi experience in Tokyo also came with the
worst dinner theater. It wasn't supposed to, but Tokyo decided to really roll out
the red carpet for this tourist. In the middle of my delightful dinner with friends,
the beautifully dressed Japanese woman next to me made the inconvenient
choice to die at the dinner table. | don't mean figuratively. She didn't tell a bad
story or fart during the miso soup course. She just died a death. Her death, to
be specific. Within seconds, her entire (funeral) party was screaming and
waving their arms. The manager ran over and laid her down on the ground... in
front of our table. Who knew we'd paid for ring-side seats?! As the manager
began CPR, the hostess dialed 911 and was trying to scream the details over
everyone else's screams. Just as the paramedics arrived, she gasped back to
life! And then, as her first act after being reborn... shat herself. They then picked
up shitty-britches and put her on a gurmney and took her away in the ambulance.
Our waitress, after refilling our waters as if nothing had happened, then began
to mop the general area where Kim Chi had cockied her kimono. | excused
myself to dry heave in the bathroom and general towel off the emotional residue
of the situation, only to have the door lock jam. After banging on the door for
what felt like 15 minutes, the manager... still reeling from the scat scene he'd
just been a part of, broke down the door to let me out.

A bicycle is a great way to get around, but stay safe by
following the rules of the road.

- A bicycle is like any other vehicle, so you must follow the rules of the
road.

- Bicycles must follow all traffic controls such as signs and signals.
Bicycles cannot travel the wrong way down a one way street.
Bicycles must be ridden on the right hand side of a two way street.
You must signal all turns with hand signals.

Headsets cannot be worn while cycling.
Riding a bike while under the influence can get you a DUl in Florida.

- Lights are required between sunset and sunrise
- A white light is required in front and a red light in the rear.

- Riding on the sidewalk or crosswalk is permitted but with these
provisions

- Pedestrians have the right of way. Yield to pedestrians.

- When passing pedestrians, you must signal your intent before doing
s0.

- Anyone under the age of 16 must wear a helmet.
Here are a few additional tips that you may find helpful.
- Lock up your bike at all times. If not, you'll probably be walking home.
- Pass the lock through the frame and the front tire.
- Be careful not to lock your bike to an adjoining bike by accident.
- If you lock your bike to private property, it may be impounded.
- When approaching occupied cars, be ready to react if the door opens.

A while ago, my friend Michael was telling
me a story about an encounter he had and
while telling me the details, he spoke of
some horrendous bathhouse etiquette. |t
was at that time that | realized, many others
may need a refresher course on proper
bathhouse etiquette.

Remember, everyone is there for the same purpose. No one goes to the bathhouse
to meet the love of their life (though it has been known to happen.) If you're locking
for a boyfriend, start with Match.com.

Shower before you start. Don't assume that the shower you took 2 hours ago is
good enough. Your butt crack can get pretty stinky in two hours.

Loud talking is usually not a good idea. Quiet talk about what they're into or maybe
even their name is fine. Very few guys want to know what you had for dinner. Ifit's
not going to get in the way when you're getting pounded, they don't need to know
about it.

Also, know
exactly how much time you have and if you're within 30 minutes of your “out’ time,
go up and renew now. Having your room or locker number called out in the middle
of the best blowjob you've ever had can really kill the moment.

No, I'm not talking about tipping your trick (that's a whole
other subject) but don't be afraid to tip the staff when you leave. It's likely that you'll
be back a few times to the same place and the staff will remember you. Also, if you
want to exchange your towel a few times, bring a tip each time.
