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It's time for Tropical Heat and boy, is it ever. (Didja get that??) Ok.
So that is an event for the guys but it's still very true that the heat is ON
here in Key West. The water is warm and the sun's ever-present shine
can be a bit oppressive but the Husbutch and | have developed a
plan... here’s the secret.

When the sun fries our little bit of earth we have a wonderful option
for respite from the heat. If you've never been to Ft. Zachary Taylor
State Park, let me tell you, it's a little slice of heaven. Besides being a
historical site complete with cannons and a walkable fort, this place
has one of our favorite beaches! It's $6 per vehicle with more than one
occupant, $4.50 if there’s only one occupant or $2.50 per person for
pedestrians and bicyclists. Perhaps the least expensive option in Key
West for a whole day of fun! True, we're not known for sandy beaches
(though we have a couple) and a good pair of water shoes or flip flops
to get into the water past the rocks are needed but the other benefits
are numerous and there is definitely sand here. The trees, however,
are my favorite part!! A typical day there for us looks like hammocks
strung between the trees next to a picnic table with a view of the water
by a grill that you can often find a whole tenderloin I'm slow cooking
while we nap, swim and relax in the SHADE! For hours!!! When the
wind blows, the sound is so calming coupled with the gentle waves. It's
just island life in a nutshell.

There is a concessions stand, you can rent chairs and umbrellas and
there are even outdoor showers. On the far end of the park you'll find
a break wall of large rocks. You can climb these and watch boats in the



distance or snorkel them and often see parrot fish and lots of other
marine life. | saw a gentleman catch a lobster near them once!

After you've spent the day lounging, Ft. Zach is arguably one of the
very best places to waich sunset without huge crowds. There are a
couple of benches set up near the break wall and pictures there are
absolutely postcard worthy! I've printed a couple and have them
framed in my home! We stop at Publix on our way there and stock up
with cut vegetables, cut fruits, a small bag of lite-the-bag charcoal and
whatever we want to grill and can spend an entire day beating the
heat. Because the water can get quite deep it stays a little bit cooler
than some of the other beaches on the island that are more shallow
and retain the heat. Bring your snorkel and flippers and swim all the
way out to a grouping of rocks to snorkel around and see even more
sea life. The Shady trees with picnic tables are a perfect spot for a
group gathering. | have seen families of 10 to 15 easily enjoying the
large shaded area. There are even a couple of spots that are
wheelchair accessible! Everyone is welcome to enjoy the beach and
amenities here.

The heat of the tropics is not anything to mess with, though. Make
sure you have the reef safe sunscreen and a hat isn't a bad idea,
either. The best part about a day at Fort Zachary is that you don't even
leave the island. You can get there on bicycles, many people walk
there and there's plenty of parking for a vehicle if you have one. Golf
carts are welcome, too! This is absolutely considered a locals hang
out. You can find the husbutch and | there frequently in the heat of the
summer. Look for the grill that has a whole tenderloin on it. Lez Go Qut
and enjoy the island even in the tropical heat! See you at the beach!!

The former was never really a big deal to Marshall. Other than
wearing out a lot of sneakers, he walked with a limp, so what?

He was never bullied much about it, though his siblings teased him in
a way that siblings will. He never let it stop him from playing tennis or
exploring his Salt Lake City neighborhood. He traveled, appeared in
local theater, ran for president of his class, and had an otherwise
normal childhood. 5till, his leg was something people noticed.

He hoped that no one would notice he was gay, but they must've:
nobody seemed surprised when he came out as a teen,



By then, Marshall's mother had been fighting non-Hodgkin's
lymphoma for years with surgeries and various chemotherapies
that left her wrung-out and scarred. She was in the midst of
another battle when Marshall's father was diagnosed with ALS, a
disease that affected his muscles and that progressed quickly. As
the elder Marshall slipped away — the timing of which he decided
himself — the family rallied around him, teasing, deflecting, and
grieving.

Marshall was in his twenties when that happened, and it
highlighted his shaky, barely-controlled penchant for
hypochondria that he'd had for some time. He worried about his
"tight tendons" and cerebral palsy, a diagnosis he'd recently
discovered. He fretted about getting AIDS. Most of all, he wondered
if he'd ever find someone to love him...

Hoo boy, "Leg" is the kind of book that makes you hyperventilate.
On  many, very many  pages, there's boisterous,
Saturday-morning-cartoon-like, going-in-five-different-directions
chaos that might be sibling-based, it might be parental, deeply
personal, humorous, relational, or sexual — and on that note, hoo
boy, there are some wildly messy and explicit pages to find here.
Author Greg Marshall writes candidly about his sex life, doors wide
open, sometimes literally.

Ah, but he also writes about the kind of love that's wrapped in a
scrap of fleece and handled carefully, the kind that feels like it
might blow away if you're not careful. That's a delicate thing in the
midst of a madeap tale of a limb and the gay man attached to it, and
it's sneaky, too: you'll be looking every-which-way at Marshall's life
and boom! Tears.

Give yourself some time with this book, and breathe deep. Most
readers will find it chaotic but thoroughly enjoyable for beach read,
airport, or a stayeation. Don't skip "Leg" or you'll kick vourself,
